safety equipment on board. The minimum requirements are based upon the craftôs length. For a        

motorized craft no greater than 6 metres (19 feet 8 inches) in length, the following equipment is required:

on board 

¶ Buoyant heaving line (15     

metres in length 

¶ Manual propelling device or 

anchor with at least 15 metres 
of rope, cable or chain 

¶ Bailer or hand pump 

¶ Sound-signalling device 

¶ Navigation lights  

¶ Class 5BC fire extinguisher for 

any craft with an inboard motor 

¶ Waterproof flashlight or 3    

Canadian approved flares 

¶ Vessel license if your craft is 

outfitted with any motor of 10 
hp or more
